• When counting in Korean, you will only need to learn around 35-40 number words

• Once you know those numbers, you’ll have everything needed including for large numbers

• You’ll first learn the basic Korean numbers from 1 to 10

• It is easy to learn the rest of the Korean numbers if you know the first 10

• However, unlike English, there are two different systems of numbers 

• One is the Sino Korean numbers which we are going to study today

• The other is the Native Korean number system which we will study next time.

• The Sino-numbers are Korean words despite the number system being derived from 

Chinese characters. 

• Given the set of numbers 1-10 plus the words for hundred, thousand, ten thousand, and a 

few increments after that, from this you can create all the other numbers

• Sino-numbers are used to express dates, money, minutes (not hours), addresses, 

phone numbers, measurements and so much more!!

• 손 literarily means “hand” but in Chinese Korean characters 損 means an evil spirit. 

• This evil spirit wanders around north, south, east and west, meaning everywhere. 

• This 손 is believed to stay around you from 1-8, 11-18 and 21-28 days of each month 

• So, to avoid the evil spirit, Koreans tend avoid these days to move house  손 없는 날

• So, the 9th, 10th, 19th, 20th, 29th or 30th

• Therefore because of this  손 없는 날, removal companies as well as wedding halls 

(venues) are busier and more expensive (by 10-20%) than on other days.
